· Volunteering in an animal shelter

· Volunteering to work with children – tutoring or coaching

All students must receive my signature on their community service logs before beginning their community service. This way, you and I both know your selected form of community service will be acceptable for this assignment.

Community service does not include volunteer work done prior to the beginning of this marking period, and all hours must be completed ONE week prior to the last day of regular classes.

To prove you have completed your community service you must have a service supervisor fill out and sign the Community Service Log.

All students must write a 2-page typed report describing and evaluating their experience. The report should include the following: Your prejudgements about the service activity; A thorough description of the activity; An evaluation of the activity and its effectiveness in the community; What you got out of participating in a community service activity (besides a passing grade for this assignment); and Why it is important for citizens to contribute to their local communities.
