Government Extra Credit

Earn up to 20 points extra credit by attending a governmental agency board meeting. You may attend up to two meetings, earning up to 40 points total. However, you must attend meetings of different agencies (for instance, you may not attend two EJCS Board Meetings), and each board meeting must be that of publicly-elected officials – no non-profit organizations.

In order to earn credit, you must:


 Complete the attached form and return it to Mr. Hill the DAY AFTER THE MEETING you have attended (not the next day you attend school)
 Return with a meeting agenda

 Return with a signature, and contact info, of a meeting participant – board member or administrator.

 Be in attendance for at least 45 minutes of the meeting (unless the meeting dismisses earlier)

** If you choose to attend a meeting of a different governmental agency, you must receive prior approval from Mr. Hill
It is your responsibility to find out when and where meetings take place. ALL EXTRA CREDIT MUST BE TURNED IN AT LEAST ONE WEEK PRIOR TO THE LAST DAY OF REGULAR CLASS MEETINGS.
